the very fabric of the land. Following an ancient Aboriginal pathway, this
route unveils a mosaic of cultural remnants, rusted relics of a bygone
era, and the silent whispers of those who first negotiated this harsh, yet
captivating landscape.

Parallel to this ancient historic trail, the Stuart Highway stands as a
relatively modern frontier, weaving together tales of both exploration

and connectivity. It leads adventurers through the beating heart of the
outback, offering glimpses of remote oases, vast horizons and the spirit of
those who dared to navigate through this boundless land.

Water is crucial to the story of this region. Ironically, early European
explorers were searching for a much-rumoured inland sea, whereas
instead, buried beneath the apparently dry landscape is the western fringe
of the Great Artesian Basin, the largest and deepest body of artesian
water in the world. Stretching over 1,700,000 square kilometres, or 22%
of the entire Australian continent, this water supply has supported a vast
and unique range of flora and fauna for millennia.

To explore South Australia’s outback, to feel the red earth beneath your
feet and witness the vast expanse of starlit skies, is to immerse yourself
in a symphony of adventure. It’s an invitation to traverse unmarked paths,
discover hidden tales in weathered landscapes, and uncover the resilient
spirit that thrives amidst nature’s grandeur. Plan ahead and prepare
yourself for the adventure of a lifetime through this sparsely populated
wilderness. Here, in the heart of this delightfully untamed landscape,
every step forward promises a revelation, making each expedition a
memorable testament to the enduring allure of exploration. Visitor
Information Centres abound with local and seasonal knowledge about
everything to do and see as you travel this glorious region!

PORT AUGUSTA COBDOO0L00DIORO

Originally named Curdnutta, the Aboriginal name meaning “place of
drifting sand”, Port Augusta is part of the Nukunu Barngarla country.
Earliest records of Aboriginal people here date back to 40,000 years ago.

Founded by European settlers in 1852, Port Augusta was primarily a
port, vital to the surrounding properties and also to the Flinders Ranges
and beyond. Locally farmed wheat and wool were loaded onto ships and
delivered around the world. Ships returned with tea and sugar, which
were carted through the Pichi Richi Pass, sent to the Western Plain, east
through Horrocks Pass, or on to the arid North & West.

Early 1860s, the port had its own troopers’ barracks and brewery,
and by the end of the 1860s, the town had a reliable water supply,
through a pipeline from
Woodundunga Springs

in the Flinders Ranges; a
completed Town Hall; and
the first consignment of
Camels had arrived from
India.

In 1872 the Overland

Telegraph Line linking L

South Australia with the T
rest of the world, via Port ime at Visitor Information Centre @)

Darwin, was opened. The

first power station was opened in 1954, supplied with coal from Leigh
Creek. Playford B and the Northern Power Stations were closed in 2012
and 2016, respectively.

It is now a regional hub, and a major tourism, shopping, government

and commercial centre, offering a large range of pubs, restaurants,
accommodation and tourism attractions. Known as “the crossroads of
Australia”, because roads to Sydney, Perth, Adelaide and Darwin all pass
through the town, along with The Ghan and the Indian Pacific railways.

STIRLING NORTH SOVOLDO

Merely 8kms from Port Augusta, Stirling North holds historical
significance as a vital watering site for Indigenous communities and
settlers alike since 1850. Today, it thrives as a tranquil residential area,
blending historical charm with modern living.

In the late 1870s, the Nukunu people’s local lands in Quorn were surveyed
for the Port Augusta and Government Gums Railway, later named the
Pichi Richi Railway. Originally the Great Northern Railway, it sought to tap
into the anticipated grain harvest in the Flinders Ranges at Rawnsley Park
Station. Quorn swiftly developed into a pivotal railhead and agricultural
centre during the wheat boom, boasting three machinery workshops

and two flour mills on Railway Terrace. The town derived its name from
Quorndon in Leicestershire, UK.

Nowadays, Quorn is known for its picturesque Flinders Ranges views,
cosy cafes and being the backdrop to many Australian films - Sunday Too
Far Away, Gallipoli, The Shiralee, The Water Diviner, Tracks, Stan series
The Tourist and Wolf Creek, to name a few and many attractions at its
doorstep.

WARREN GORGE A
A short 20kms north of Quorn on a sealed road, discover the Warren
Gorge. From a day trip to very basic camping facilities, delight in the
jagged rock formations with the colours of bright orange against the blue
skies and the contrasting Cypress Pines. This 5.2km moderate rated walk
can be enjoyed at any time and Yellow Footed Rock Wallabies are most
active at dawn and dusk, attracted to the water from nearby creeks that
run for most of the year.

DEATH ROCK & KANYAKA
WATERHOLE

Head north of Quorn, 33kms
towards Hawker, and just beyond
the Wirreanda Creek Bridge lies
a significant Aboriginal Historic
Site, Death Rock & Kanyaka
Waterhole. The waterhole, named
Kanyaka, translating to “Place

of Stone” in Aboriginal language,
remains a perennial spring-fed
oasis. Adjacent to it, Death Rock,
a towering seven-metre quartzite
formation, promises an excellent
photo moment with just a ten-
minute walk. This is a hidden gem
to explore.

KANYAKA STATION RUINS
Located 30km south of Hawker
on the Hawker-Quorn road, the
Kanyaka Station ruins include a ! :

woolshed (was one of the largest in the state and provided room for 24
blade shearers) and the main homestead building. The Great Northern
Railway ran parallel to Kanyaka Station and the raised roadbed of the
narrow gauge railway can still be seen. No fees apply. Unsealed dirt track -
limited access - rocky terrain.

HAWKER IS L2l TullELATS TTEIU I

Hawker, the “Hub of the Flinders” sits at the crossroads connecting Port
Augusta, Marree, Orroroo, Blinman, and Wilpena Pound. Originally home to
the Banggarla Aboriginal people, it was named in 1880 after Commissioner
of Public Works George Charles Hawker. Predominantly wheat farms in the
1880s, it later evolved into a bustling tourist centre amid severe droughts.

MORALANA SCENIC DRIVE

23km North of Hawker on the main highway, the Moralana Scenic Drive
takes you through Arkaba and Merna Mora Stations between Elder Range
and Wilpena Pound for great scenery and views of the Flinders Ranges.

JARVIS HILL LOOKOUT
Located 7km west of Hawker, Jarvis Hill Lookout is a favoured spot,
offering panoramic views of the township and its surrounding ranges.

This is favoured site away from major urban areas, contributing to minimal
light pollution as the absence of artificial lights enhances the overall
stargazing experience. The best times for stargazing can vary based on
the time of year and weather conditions. Clear nights with minimal cloud
cover provide the optimal conditions. Please note: the road is not suitable
for caravans or towing.

BUNYEROO GORGE A

Located 57 kms north, between Hawker & Blinman, the turnoff takes
you through the Bunyeroo Valley and into southward stunning views of
the Pound Range. Encounter diverse wildlife, designated picnic spots,
campgrounds and picturesque walking trails. A Park Pass is required.

BRACHINA GORGE (A

BRACHINA GORGE has a unique aspect that is its significant geological
diversity and preservation of ancient rock formations. Renowned for

its geological significance, displaying a variety of colourful sedimentary
layers and well-preserved fossils and offering a vivid chronicle of millions
of years of Earth’s history. This gorge serves as a geological time capsule,
presenting a comprehensive cross-section of geological epochs within a
relatively compact area, setting it apart as an educational and scientific
treasure within the Flinders Ranges.

ANGORICHINA VILLAGE is nestled close to Brachina Gorge, offering
an ideal gateway to explore the captivating walks in the area. It was
originally established as the Angorichina Hostel by the Tubercular Soldiers
Association in 1927, a sanatorium for returned servicemen of World War 1.

BRACHINA GORGE GEOLOGICAL TRAIL is a self-guided walk and

a relatively short and easy stroll that takes you through the geological
wonders of Brachina Gorge, unveiling its ancient rock formations and fossils
while providing insights into the area’s geological history. Approx 1 hour.

BRACHINA GORGE CREEK WALK is a shorter walk along the creek bed,
allowing a closer look at the unique flora and fauna thriving in this rugged
landscape. Approx 30 mins - 1 hour

HIKE TO SCENIC LOOKOUTS & RIDGETOP offering stunning vantage
points and panoramic views of the gorge, showcasing its vibrant colours
and towering cliffs. Signs detail the geological significance, Indigenous
heritage, and unique ecological features of the area.

Wilpena Pound ®

WILPENA POUND

Wilpena Pound, cherished as Ikara by the Adnyamathanha people, signifies
a ‘meeting place.’ For over 800 million years, this natural amphitheatre
has stood as a stunning geological marvel. Legend speaks of its walls
formed by two Akurra (giant serpents) from Yura Muda (Adnyamathanha
Dreaming). These serpents, having consumed many, chose self-willed
demise when too full. Today, Wilpena Pound captivates visitors with

its ancient beauty, offering a glimpse into the profound cultural and
geological heritage of the region.

At Wilpena Pound, explore hiking trails like the renowned St. Mary Peak,
witness stunning landscapes, join guided tours unveiling Indigenous
culture, and relish the unique flora and fauna.

HIKE TO ARKAROO ROCK & RAWNSLEY BLUFF

A significant cultural site for the Adnyamathanha people, the walk goes

to a rock shelter with paintings that feature ochre and charcoal depicting
the Yura Muda of Ikara. The trail is a 3.1km circuit and includes bridges and
regular benches for sitting.

This hike at Rawnsley Park Station ascends the Wilpena Pound
escarpment, offering views of the Pound from Wilpena Pound Lookout and
vistas south and east to Chace Range. Starting from the station’s carpark,
the trail traces the creek bed, climbs the Bonney Sandstone foothills,
steepening toward Lone Pine Lookout, then gently ascends toward
Rawnsley Bluff. At the summit, enjoy the Pound’s views and spot Rawnsley
Bluff’s 1858 dry stone survey cairn, crafted by Samuel Parry, though
Rawnsley himself had falsely claimed to be a surveyor in 1850.

This is a challenging and steep trail 11kms - approx 5 hours -
see www.walkingsa.org.au

PETS are not permitted at Wilpena Pound, however there are
dog sitting options offered at Rawnsley Park Station.

BIRD WATCHING

Species most commonly found in and around Ikara-Flinders Ranges
National Park and Wilpena Pound are the Brown Falcon, Dusky
Woodswallow, Willie Wagtail, Brown Goshawk and Jacky Winter.

ARKABA HILL LOOKOUT

An unparalleled panorama. Immerse yourself in sweeping views that
unveil the rugged magnificence and vast expanses of stunning natural
landscapes, inviting you to marvel at the raw beauty of this picturesque
terrain.

ARKABA WOOLSHED

Constructed in 1856, the Historic Arkaba Woolshed still retains its original
corrugated iron roof. Once accommodating 40 blade shearers, it now
operates with five stands using electric wide combs. ‘Arkaba,’ an Aboriginal
term, signifies ‘land of abundance,” honouring the original language group.

HUCKS & STOKES HILL LOOKOUTS
Wherever you are driving,
there are many lookouts &
photo opportunities

for lasting memories.

Nestled between Wilpena
and Blinman, you'll find
Hucks Lookout and Stokes
Hill Lookout a little further
north. Stokes Hill Lookout

On offer are the 360 degree views of the ancient landscape of the Flinders
Ranges and Wilpena Pound near Skytrek Willow Springs Station. While
sunrise and sunset are highlights for all photographers, it’s hard to take a
shot you won't enjoy.

BIRD WATCHING
Short-Tailed Grasswren are often found around Stokes Hill Lookout,
just north of Hawker.

WILLOW SPRINGS STATION, adjacent to Upalinna, dates back as an
early Flinders Ranges pastoral lease. Acquired by the Reynolds family
in 1952, this 70,000-acre sheep station, once named Appealinna under
Joseph Wills in 18586, thrives as a renowned Station Stay.Picimus alicPa

BELTANA

Beltana is a State Heritage Listed town in Outback South
Australia, 12km off the highway to Leigh Creek, on the
banks of Warriota Creek. The town was surveyed in 1873,
and the little township’s population grew to 390 with

70 houses by 1883. A large number of stone buildings
remain, and all buildings in Beltana are privately owned
and occupied.

Beltana currently has a population of 35, and an active
community of 85. Beltana has interpretive signage all
throughout the town, which helps visitors understand the
significance of the town in South Australia’s development oty
and the history of Adnyamathanha Aboriginal people. P

DID YOU KNOW?

The Afghan Cameleers are honoured with a
monument near the township of Beltana, on the
Barndioota road. Beltana was the first Afghan
settlement in Australia.

WARRAWEENA CONSERVATION PARK

In 1853 Warraweena became part of the Oratunga Run (now Moolooloo),
and three years later copper was found in Warriota Creek. Not long after,
the Sliding Rock Mine was opened and a smelter was built. The Sliding Rock
Mine flooded in 1877, and was abandoned soon after, and from 1944 to
1955 the water from the mine shafts supplied the new coal mining town of
Leigh Creek.

Warraweena has Shearers Quarters, Shepherds Hut or bush camping
accommodation options. It is family friendly, and pet friendly, you just need
to enquire beforehand.

Famous for its coal mining heritage, Leigh Creek was a government owned
and company run town at the end of the Flinders Ranges. Coal was first
discovered and mined in small amounts at Leigh Creek in 1888 and in the
mid 1970’s it was decided to move the original township 13km south, away
from the coal seam. The first residents moved in 1980. By the end of the
1980’s the population was around 2,500 people. In 2015, the closure of the
Leigh Creek Coalfield caused a massive decline in the town.

Today, Leigh Creek is an important, peaceful stop-over for visitors to the
region, with a large IGA supermarket, service station, health clinic and
small dispensary, post office, caravan park, and pub with restaurant,
accommodation and bottle shop.

AROONA SANCTUARY

Located 6km south of Leigh Creek, this 43sq km sanctuary surrounds the
Aroona Dam. The dam was constructed in the 1950s as the water supply
which served Leigh Creek and the nearby Coalfield operations, as well as
Copley and Lyndhurst townships and neighbouring pastoral properties.
The combination of soil erosion and the proliferation of invasive weeds had
obliterated the natural bushland over the years. In 1995, the sanctuary was
declared. Feral rabbits, goats and foxes were removed from the landscape,
and weeds were brought under control.

Today, the sanctuary is a benchmark of successful land regeneration,
through the dedicated efforts of 200 locals and organisations. The
sanctuary is a surprising oasis in such an arid environment. Fishing is
permitted, with the dam stocked with both Murray Cod and Golden Perch.

Relax and enjoy the sounds of the surrounding
bush, once again alive with native wildlife! Look for birds enjoying the water
and take time to relax in this beautiful, natural haven.

WALKS

The 5000 megalitre dam is the largest of it’s type outside of Adelaide.
Starting below the main wall of the dam enjoy a wonderful 5.5km
interpretive walk. The trail traverses wetlands below the dam, mountainous
terrain, rocky outcrops and red-gum lined creeks. You might even see the
endangered yellow-footed rock wallaby, reintroduced in 1996.

ARKAROOLA IS T RIAT]

The Adnyamathanha Aboriginal people were the first people of Arkaroola,
and their Yura Muda (Adnyamathanha Dreamtime) says that Arkaroo, a
large serpent, drank Lake Frome dry, then crawled up into the mountains,
his movements created Arkaroola Creek and the waterholes.

Arkaroola, once known as Mount Painter country, was dry, rugged land,
very challenging to the sheep-grazing efforts in the 1850s onwards. By
1930, the country was afflicted with feral vermin (rabbits, dingoes, wild
camels & goats) and most pastoral leases had been abandoned. In 1936,
the pioneering Greenwood family of Mt Serle, were offered the leasehold,
providing they rid the vermin. In 1937, the Greenwood lease officially
became Arkaroola.

BIRD WATCHING
Grey-fronted Honeyeaters, Inland Thornbills,

Wedge-Tailed Eagles, Red-capped Robins,
Southern Whitefaces, Crested Bellbirds and
occasionally Chirruping Wedgebills.

ADNYAMATHANHA PEOPLE

Local Aboriginal people of the Northern Flinders Ranges are made up

of different clans; Wailpi, Kuyani, Yadliaura, Vanggarla and Biladappa.

They are better understood today as family groups and have always lived
together as Adnyamathanha. Recent archaeological evidence identifies
that the Adnyamathanha people have lived in the region for at least 49,000
years. In Adnyamathanha Ngawarla (language) ‘Adnya’ means ‘rock’ and
‘mathanha’ means ‘people’ or ‘group of people’.

Like most other First Nations groups, the Adnyamathanha people were
pushed off their land by the European pastoralist settlers in the mid

to late 1800s, leading to many conflicts. Some retained strong links to
their language and culture amid colonisation and would gather at the
campsite and ration depot at Mount Serle Station (Atuwarapanha), a
significant cultural site, to speak in their languages and pass on their lore.
Once rations ended, they relocated to Ram Paddock Gate (Minerawuta)
during the 1920s. The Nepabunna Mission was established by the United
Aborigines Mission in 1931, with most of the residents of Ram Paddock
moving there. Some worked at R. M. Williams’s workshop nearby, where
Williams developed his trademark boots and saddlery, helping to build his
business in the first two years of its existence.

The Kuyani Aboriginal people were the original inhabitants of the area.

Track and was once a station on the original Great Northern Railway route,
which was planned to go to Darwin, but only ever reached Alice Springs.
The famous passenger train, The Ghan, used to stop in on its way through
to Alice Springs. Cattle were droved to Lyndhurst to be loaded onto trains
and transported to Adelaide

TALC ALF

Talc Alf, is a Dutch born self taught
talc sculptor, artist, poet, and bush
philosopher who unique creations
have carved himself a place in
outback art and modern history.

Fitton Talc Mine visitors can enjoy
Alf sharing his perspectives of
history in a family friendly setting.

OCHRE CLIFFS
The Ochre Cliffs, a short 2kms drive from the town, is the site of an
Aboriginal mine that provided colours to be used in dyes and paints.

Turn off onto a gravel road which leads you to the ochre cliffs. The colours
of the ochre are vibrant from reds to yellow and white.

There are information boards explaining the cultural importance of these
ochre pits.

MURTEE JOHNNY’S GRAVE

Murtee Johnny (c.1988-1977) was the last surviving member of the
Yantruwanta/Yandruwandha of the Strzelecki Track, many of whom
perished during the 1920s flu pandemic. He was an accomplished
stockman who worked at Mount Hopeless.

MOUNT LYNDHURST

FARINA

Originally known as ‘Government Gums’, Farina began life as a government
dug well in 1870. Almost concealed in saltbush scrub, the well is a short
walk from the eastern end of the campground. A Police trooper was
posted here in 1876 and the town was proclaimed in 1878. A post office
and telegraph station were later followed by two hotels, an underground
bakery, a bank, two breweries, a general store, churches, blacksmiths and
a school. The town became a railhead of the Great Northern Railway in
1882 and peaked at a population of about 600.

After an unseasonable wet season during the 1880s, this inspired
optimism. Farina became an important focal point for remote stations,
attracting Afghan Cameleers, Aboriginal communities, Chinese and
European settlers, all drawn by copper & silver discoveries. Draughts,
wars, and railway expansions resulted in Farina falling into ruins.

Today the town is abandoned except for 6 weeks of the year, when The
Farina Restoration Group mobilise around 150 volunteers, to restore
the historic stone buildings. The Bakery opens from May-July selling

delightful, assorted treats.

FUN FACT

Gool Mahomet (1865-1950), an Afghan
cameleer, immigrated to Australia around
1890 from Kabul Afghanistan. He worked

in Central Australia, carting copper from
Blinman and held various jobs. Mahomet
married Miriam Bebe in 1907. He leased
Mulgaria Station in 1935, eventually buying it
in 1939, transitioning to training racehorses.

After Gool died in 1950, his son Sallay later
managed the station before moving to Alice
Springs in 1962 and establishing Mahomet

Trucking Company.

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OODNADATTA TRACK

Travelling along the Oodnadatta Track, visitors might perceive vast
waterless plains, yet beneath lies the immense Great Artesian Basin.
Emerging along the track’s edges, the basin surfaces, forming oasis
springs that attract diverse life, industries, and tourists. Despite minimal
rainfall, ranging from 180 mm in the north to 115 mm in the south, and
scorching temperatures, exceeding 50°C in summer, the region sustains
cyclical rainfall patterns, impacting plant and animal life.

The track traverses traditional lands of the Kuyani, Arabana, and Arrernte
Aboriginal groups, with Antikirinya people now residing. A string of
springs, culturally significant and navigated for generations, defines this
landscape, emphasizing survival over the straightest route. Aboriginal
knowledge, passed down through ages, intertwines with exploration and
settlement, embodying the essence of resilience and adaptability in the
arid Australian outback.

GREAT ARTESIAN BASIN

The Great Artesian Basin (GAB) is one of the largest groundwater basins
in the world, underlying 22% of the Australian continent. Groundwater
naturally discharges from the basin via diffuse upward leakage and spring
discharge.

It is also an
offence to camp on a road or an off-road related area in South Australia.

Only pickup firewood in designated areas as it could be important habitat
for a variety animals & insects, all important to the local ecosystem.

Please remember to take ALL your rubbish with you. This includes food
scraps, bush bathroom waste including toilet paper, general litter and
vehicle debris.

You may think, ‘it’s only the 2 of us” however with thousands of travellers
thinking the same thing, it can severely impact on this harsh yet fragile
landscape.

KATI THANDA-LAKE EYRE

Lake Eyre, also known as Kati Thanda, stands as Australia’s largest salt
lake, with a catchment area spanning three states - New South Wales,
South Australia, and Queensland - along with the Northern Territory.

The north lake covers a massive 144km by 77km expanse and holds the
distinction of being the lowest point in Australia, situated at 15.2 metres
below sea level. Its southern counterpart measures 64km by 24km. While
floodwaters grace the lake approximately every eight years, on average, it
has reached full capacity only three times in the last 160 years.

This unique and expansive landscape is not only a natural wonder but also
a place of deep cultural significance. The Arabana and Dieri peoples have
called the region around Kati Thanda-Lake Eyre home for thousands of
years. For these Indigenous communities, the lake and its surroundings
are not just geographical features but hold profound cultural and spiritual
importance. The area is rich in stories, traditions, and connections to the
land.

The lake, under water, provides a spectacular and welcoming haven for
thousands of waterbirds and provides an important breeding location for
birds which are salt-tolerant. Kati Thanda-Lake Eyre is an endorheic lake,
or sink lake, meaning that the accumulated salt-water lacking an outlet,
simply evaporates in the warm outback climate, leaving behind heavy salt
deposits on the lake floor.

The Lake Eyre Yacht Club enjoys sails on the lake’s floods, on the rare
years that it is under enough water to put the sails up. Around midday, the
vast flooded water surface becomes so flat that it reflects the sky in such
a way that sailors say it becomes impossible to detect the horizon, giving
the unique impression of sailing in the sky!

COWARD SPRINGS
130kms north of Marree,
Coward Springs holds an
historical artesian spring,
vital for 19th-century
Afghan cameleers and early
explorers. Today, it features
amuseum showcasing the
region’s heritage, including
relics from the Ghan
railway. The springs, once a
lifeline, now offer a unique
glimpse into Australia’s
pioneering past.

OODNADATTA

Nestled 1043km north of Adelaide, Oodnadatta, rests along the historic
Overland Telegraph route, tracing ancient Aboriginal trade routes. A
pivotal point for camel caravans, it supplied remote desert communities.
From 1891, Oodnadatta thrived as a key station on the Central Australian
Railway, ceasing operations in 1981. Notably, the Pink Roadhouse, a vibrant
pink landmark in the town centre, offers a range of services.

RAILWAY MUSEUM

Listed on the South Australian heritage register, the family friendly old
railway station is now set up as a museum, showcasing the history of
the area. This was the most northern terminal of the Central Australian
Railway until the line was extended another 4560km northwest to Alice
Springs in 1929. Pick up the key from the Roadhouse.

DALHOUSIE SPRINGS

Used by Aboriginal people for thousands of years as a source of food, shelter
and medicine, Dalhousie Springs is located approximately 70kms south of

Mt Dare Hotel. Visitors can swim in the main springs warm waters, which
stays between 38-43 degrees Celcius. There are some easy walking tracks
at Dalhousie Springs - one is around the main spring and another goes out to
Kingfisher Springs. The springs are home to unique species of fish such as
the Lake Eyre Hardy-Head and the Dalhousie Goby Fish.

STRZELECKI TRACK

Starting at Lyndhurst, 576km north of Adelaide, the Strzelecki Track was
pioneered by drover, stockman and cattle thief, Harry Redford, who was
droving 1000 stolen cattle down from outback Queensland to Adelaide in
1870. The track takes you from Lyndhurst, through the Strzelecki Desert
to Innamincka and today is a well traversed track, which services the
Cooper Basin’s Moomba gasfield.

The Strzelecki Track is linked to the Birdsville Track via the Walkers
Crossing Track, which is closed during the summer months and only
passable in dry weather.

INNAMINCKA SOBDO0

The Yandruwandha people, Innamincka’s traditional owners, named

it ‘Yini mingka,” meaning ‘your waterhole.’ Charles Sturt (1845) and
Augustus Gregory (1858) explored the area before the tragic Burke and
Wills expedition of 1860-61 further highlighted Innamincka’s historical
significance.

BIRDSVILLE TRACK

Located 1167km north of Adelaide and traversing three deserts over
517km, the Birdsville Track is a well known outback road and passes
through one of the driest parts of Australia. Originally an old stock
route that traces back to the 1860s that was used to move cattle from
Queensland to Marree, it is now a graded dirt road that is popular with
tourists, and also utilised by cattle trucks carrying livestock. The three
deserts that the track passes through are the Strzelecki Desert, Sturt’s
Stony Desert, and Tirari Desert.

MUNGERANNIE SoDOQ

Mungerannie on the Birdsville Track provides essential services for
travellers amidst the outback terrain. The area boasts diverse birdlife,
adding a natural charm to the remote and arid surroundings.

BIRDSVILLE (RISIRITRIEIATS TETEVIL D)

Located only 14km over the Queensland border and 519km North of
Marree, Birdsville lies at the start or end of the Birdsville Track, in the
beautiful Channel Country on the eastern edge of the Simpson Desert.

On Wongkanguru land, Birdsville’s Indigenous roots and a history shaped
by British settlers in the 1870s. Initially thriving, it declined after tolls
were abolished post-Federation, later rebounding with cattle and tourism.

TYPES OF OPAL

GREY/WHITE/MILKY OPAL

Found in Coober Pedy, Mintabie,
Andamooka, White Cliffs. The base colour is
light, white or a greyish colour. Considered
the lowest grade of the Precious Opal.

CRYSTAL OPAL

Found in the SA Opal Fields. The base
colour is transparent or very translucent.
The quality and value increases as range,
brightness, and size of the colour play inside
the stone improves.

BLACK OPAL

Predominantly Lightning Ridge in NSW. The
body colouring is a smoky to very dark grey,
to black. The darker, the higher the value.

BOULDER OPAL

Found in the inland QLD Fields. Layers

of Opal are naturally formed in narrow
cavities in ironstone - often giving the opal
an uneven surface, or a mix of opal and
ironstone on the surface.

ANCIENT HISTORY

Around 150 million years ago, the area that is now Coober Pedy’s opal
fields was an inland sea. Over millennia, the sea water receded and with
the lowering of the underground water, silica solutions trapped in the
cavities and faults underground became the opals found here today.

ABORIGINAL HISTORY

Over tens of thousands of years, the Indigenous people of the region,
the Anangu, called Antakirinya, Matu-Yankunytjatjara, Arabana or
Kokatha, walked this desert environment. They were nomadic hunter
gatherers, travelling in search of food and water supplies and for their
important traditional ceremonies. The present-day name of Coober
Pedy is named ‘Umoona’ in their language, meaning ‘long life’. This is
also the name used for a common tree in the region, the mulga tree.

RECENT HISTORY

The first European explorer to visit the area was John McDouall Stuart
in 1858. It wasn’t until 1915 that opal was first discovered by 14 year
old Will Hutchison, while with his father’s gold prospecting party. Until
1920 this was called Stuart Range Opal Field, when a new name was
decided on, so a post office could be established. Stuart Range was
deemed unsuitable as it was too similar to Stewart Range also in South
Australia. The new name was established by the Progress Committee,
made up of local miners and Coober Pedy was chosen. The name is an
Aboriginal term - Kupa Piti, meaning ‘white man in a hole’ derived from
Anangu words.

Shafts were dug originally by hand with basic tools like pick and shovel,
hand windlass and bucket. Just like the revered opals themselves, the
town’s treasures are all found underground. Treat yourself to visiting
the range of churches beneath the earth’s crust and enjoy a unique
overnight stay in the underground town!
